ROTARY QWIZDOM DONATION LAUNCHED WITH LIFE EDUCATION CENTRES THAMES VALLEY BY THE DEPUTY MAYOR

On the 5th April, the Deputy Mayor Cllr Jeff Becks visited The Willows School to launch the addition of a new interactive technology called "Qwizdom" in Life Education Centres Thames Valley’s mobile classrooms. Also in attendance were members of the Rotary Club of Newbury. 

 

The Rotary Club of Newbury were instrumental in establishing Life Education in West Berks and raised funds to purchase this new technology for the "Life Education Centres Thames Valley" (LECTV) mobile classrooms. Ashley Gold, President of Newbury Rotary Club said “Life Education was launched locally in 2005 following a major Rotary fund raising exercise, and now we are pleased to continue our association with this programme by funding this additional new technology. Our support continues with provision of trustee and voluntary services plus financial support. It is our intent to continue with our support in the coming years and indeed this has expanded to include support from other Rotary Clubs in this district”

 

"Qwizdom" is a new approach in helping children to make healthy choices. It offers the option of either school-based or mobile classroom sessions using innovative technology and an expanded range of sophisticated, dynamic teaching and learning strategies. Qwizdom includes a pupil response system.  It is a dynamic teaching tool that enables all children to participate fully – children use handsets to respond to questions or statements on a range of issues. It has the added benefit of providing schools with a wider range of activities and teaching strategies. This is made possible by combining new technology with the flexibility afforded by a larger, school-based teaching space. Maria Wysocki-Jones, the LECTV Educator commented "Quizdom provides both the opportunity to be more creative and flexible in our teaching strategies and encourages greater pupil participation".

"Life Education" teaches positive health messages to primary school children to help them make smart choices as young people. Topics covered include: how the body works, the importance of healthy diet and exercise, safe use of medicines, the risks of tobacco, alcohol and non-prescription drugs and emotional well-being, including bullying.  Life Education’s aim is for all the primary age school children it visits to benefit, whatever their disability, gender or ethnic background. . Life Education’s age-appropriate programmes are designed to tackle these issues providing a very valuable supplement to the school curriculum for their Health and Safety Education. Roger Feaviour, Chair of Trustees for Life Education Centres Thames Valley and a Rotarian, said “Some 35,000 primary school children benefited from our visits to their schools across the Thames Valley area in 2009 /2010. We aim to reverse the rising levels of obesity, drinking, smoking and drug use amongst children and young people which are clear indications they are not currently placing health as a priority in their lives.”
