PAUL HARRIS AWARD – ROGER FEAVIOUR
 
One of the highlights for a Rotary Club President is to award a Paul Harris Fellowship – this prestigious Rotary award is given to those who have made an outstanding contribution to the community, both within and outside Rotary. It is.the highest award of recognition in Rotary and is named after the founder of Rotary International. 
At the close of his presidential year, last week, Ashley Gold was able to present a Paul Harris Fellowship to Roger Feaviour, a Club member who first joined Rotary on the Isle of Wight in 1983 and, on relocating to Chieveley, joined the Rotary Club of Newbury in 1997. He became Club President in Rotary year 2006-07.

Roger has devoted considerable time and effort towards all his Rotary activities and, in particular, to Life Education Thames Valley as well as co-ordinating the Hope and Homes charity.
In 2005, Roger was appointed Trustee of Life Education Thames Valley and took over as its Chairman in 2006, where he applied his financial skills in turning an annual deficit to breakeven whilst increasing the services to young people - allowing them to make healthy and safe life choices which stay with them for the rest of their lives. This has required considerable time and dedication in managing both fund raising and the provision of the Life Education programme though the four mobile classrooms which now operate across the Thames Valley. 
In 2008 Roger was also appointed Trustee and Treasurer of the Newbury Abbeyfield Society, which was in even greater financial difficulties as are many of the Care homes for the elderly, but as a result of much hard work in conserving the assets, this charity may now be able to re-develop in the Newbury area after receiving funding.
In 2010/11 Roger has led the Life Education initiative for Rotary District 1090 and has also received the Rotary District Community Service award.
